The wall bracket ® is attached to the wall using four appropriate screws/bolts as
shown in Fig.2. Make sure the screws/bolts are suitable for wood and large enough
to support the weight of the TV and bracket (if in doubt ask for advice at your local
DIY/hardware store and remember to make sure that the heads of the screws/bolts
are the correct size to hold the bracket securely in position).

Mark and drill four holes into the wood as close as possible to the centre of the
upright. To mark the holes, hold the bracket ® to the wall, using a spirit level to
make sure the bracket is level, and mark the centre of each hole, see Fig.1.
